Service Contract Act Wage Determination Nr 94-2069, Rev. 7, dated 30 June 97 is attached hereto and made a part hereof.





H-109.                   REQUIRED INSURANCE


                         (IAW FAR 28.306(b))


Reference FAR clause entitled "Insurance . . ." the Contractor shall, at its own expense, procure and thereafter maintain the following kinds of insurance with respect to performance under the contract. 





	a. Workmen's Compensation and Employers Liability Insurance as required by law except that if this contract is to be performed in a State which does not require or permit private insurance, then compliance with the statutory or administrative requirements in any such State will be satisfactory.  The required Workmen's Compensation insurance shall extend to cover employer's liability for accidental bodily injury or death and for occupational disease with a minimum liability limit of $100,000. 


	b. General Liability Insurance.  Bodily injury liability insurance, in the minimum limits of $500,000 per occurrence shall be required on the comprehensive form of policy. 


	c. Automobile Liability Insurance.  This insurance shall be required on the comprehensive form of policy and shall provide bodily injury liability and property damage liability covering the operation of all automobiles used in connection with the performance of the contract.  At least the minimum limits of $200,000 per person and $500,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and $20,000 per occurrence for property damage shall be required.





H-803.                   MAINTENANCE CREDITS                               OCT 1996

A.  If a piece of equipment or the system remains inoperative due to an equipment and/or operating software malfunction through no fault or negligence of the Government during any period after the response time grace period, the Contractor shall grant a credit to the Government for each period of downtime at the following rate:





     (1) 1-8 hours cumulative down time - 1/90th of the monthly maintenance charge.


     (2) 9-16 hours cumulative down time - 1/45th of the monthly maintenance charge.


     (3) 17-24 hours cumulative down time - 1/30th of the monthly maintenance charge.





B.  Downtime is computed as beginning after expiration of the response time grace period until the equipment is restored to operating condition.  No credit shall accrue to the Government during those periods when the Contractor's maintenance personnel are denied access to the malfunctioning equipment or other equipment necessary to make repairs.





C.  For any equipment or system failures of more than eight hours in the same month, which are due to frequent breakage as determined by the Procuring Contracting Officer/Administrative Contracting Officer, downtime shall be fully cumulative (no grace period) after eight hours including response and repair time.





D.  The amount of credit granted to the Government per day shall not exceed 1/30th of the total monthly maintenance charge.





E.  When the equipment is unusable to the Government for a continuous period of 24 hours, the Contractor shall provide replacement equipment/service at no additional cost until the original equipment is repaired.





F.  The Contractor shall, when notified by the Quality Assurance Evaluator (QAE) of a downtime credit, compute the downtime credit using the formula in paragraph A above.  The credit shall be shown on the Contractor's monthly invoice for the month the downtime credit is applicable.

A.  All Contractor personnel shall possess or obtain a favorable National Agency Check (NAC) prior to being granted unescorted entry to restricted areas.  The Contractor shall begin the NAC process immediately upon notification of award of the contract.  The Contractor shall coordinate with the Communications-Computer System Officer (CSO) for the correct procedures for entry into restricted or controlled areas.  The Contractor shall provide, as a minimum, but not limited to, names of Contractor personnel, social security numbers, and NAC results for all personnel who have a need to access controlled or restricted government facility areas.





B.  The Contractor shall coordinate with the CSO, or his/her designated representative, for any additional security requirements including, but not limited to, entry procedures, control badges, investigation of security incidents, visitor control, etc.  The Installation Commander will approve requests for unescorted entry to restricted/controlled areas upon recommendation of the servicing security agency.  Contractor personnel will be escorted until unescorted entry is approved.  Access to government facilities shall be restricted to Contractor personnel authorized by the CSO, or his/her designated representative.





C.  The Contractor shall designate a person to assume responsibility for all security matters.  This designation will be made in writing to the CSO, or his/her designated representative, prior to the start of on-site work.

Not later than 10 working days after contract award, and prior to the orientation period, the Contractor shall submit resumes and associated documentation for proposed technical personnel to perform work identified in the SOW para 1.2 to the assigned Administrative Contracting Officer at Tinker AFB.  Submit a complete resume of the experience of each person to include:  name of the individual, proposed position under this contract, present position, training, types of experience by month/year, names of employers and addresses, current phone numbers and points of contact.  Provide any other information in sufficient detail to facilitate evaluation of qualifications and technical competence.  Copies of training certificates or other evidence verifying training on equipment listed in Appendix 20 shall be provided to support qualifications required in para 1.2 of the SOW.  Failure to provide acceptable personnel may be cause for termination for default.

When the Contractor fails to meet contract performance requirements, the Government Quality Assurance Evaluator shall prepare an AF Form 802, Contract Deficiency Report. Upon receipt, the CO will review the response and determine to accept the Contractor's position or determine corrective action; to process a reduction in the monthly payment due to unacceptable performance; or take other appropriate contractual action.
