Directions for installation of BARKS.

This database was designed and created by SSgt Brian Osborne (Separated) and TSgt Troy Baird at Grand Forks AFB, ND. You may modify the database any way you wish to best fit your organizations needs but we do ask you keep the “designed and created by” statement in the database so that these two designers receive credit for what took many, many hours to create. Thank you. 

This database is for ACCESS 2000. It is a secure database and requires some special instructions for installation. Some data was left in the database (such as some CLINS) to allow you to see how it was used. Please write over this information after you understand how the data is inputted and used.

1.  Please copy all of the following four files to the directory where you want this program to reside. (Preferably on a File Server so everyone in the office can have access to it.)

BARKS2002.mdb

Secured.mdw

BARKS2002.lnk  (this is the shortcut)  

BARKShlp.doc

2.  Right click on BARKS2002.mdb then left click on properties.

3.  On the “General” tab uncheck the boxes “Read-Only” and “Archive”. (Do this on all four files that you downloaded.)

4.  Copy the shortcut file to your desktop. Right click on it and left click on properties. 

5.  Click on the “shortcut” tab 

6.  In the “Target” window you should see the following: 

"D:\Program Files\Microsoft Office\Office\MSACCESS.EXE" "D:\BARKS2002\Barks2002.mdb" /WRKGRP "D:\BARKS2002\Secured.mdw"

7. Change the address so that the following part is pointing to where your MSACCESS.exe file is located on your computer (Typically wherever your Microsoft Office files are located):

"D:\Program Files\Microsoft Office\Office\MSACCESS.EXE" 

8. Change the address so that the following part is pointing to where your Barks2002.mdb file is located on the file server (or wherever you permanently installed the database file.) and to where your Secured.mdw file is located on the file server (or wherever you permanently installed the security file).

"D:\BARKS2002\Barks2002.mdb" /WRKGRP "D:\BARKS2002\Secured.mdw"

9. Next go down to the “Start in :” line and ensure that this points to the directory where your database is located on the file server (or wherever you permanently installed the database file).

10. Now you are ready to log in to BARKS. Double click the shortcut icon on your desktop that you just modified.

11. You will get a logon screen asking for your username and password. The default username and password is:

user:    

Wire

password:
Dawg

It is case sensitive so be careful when entering it. This username and password will give you full administrative access and rights to the BARKS database. It is also recommended you do not use the user Wire for routine work. Please immediately create a new user name for yourself and others in the office. This prevents inadvertently changing or deleting content in the database by unknowing personnel.

12. You can now use BARKS to best benefit your organization.
