a.
Tinker Care Network (Integrated Delivery System [IDS])



(1)
Maj Irwin briefed Tinker will have Year of the Family (YOFAM) funded marriage counseling until Mar 03.  The Air Staff CAIB is currently considering adding marriage counseling as a TRICARE benefit.  Col Kaan requested that the IDS continue to monitor the status of this issue and report back to the CAIB. 



(2)
Maj Irwin stated that the IDS is still collecting cellular telephones to be 

donated to local women’s shelters.  These phones will be re-programmed and given to abused spouses from the shelters so they can call 911 in the event of an emergency.  Maj Irwin related the base response to this inititive has been great.



(3)  The IDS working group met on 6 Sep 02 to discuss plans for the upcoming biannual Community Capacity Action Plan.  A questionnaire was developed and distributed to key personnel.  There was a 30 percent response to the questionnaire.  The questionnaire will be resent to those personnel who did not respond.  The next IDS meeting on plan development will be 13 Nov 02.

Tinker Suicide PreventionTraining Statistics:  Maj Irwin related that 91 percent of military personnel and 95 percent of civilian personnel have received Suicide Prevention training for the 4th quarter of FY02.

Health Promotion



(1)
Tobacco Statistics:  Active duty use of tobacco is 32.3 percent according to Cycle Ergometry Software (as of Sep 02).  The Health and Wellness Center (HAWC) conducted six tobacco cessation classes for Jul – Aug 02.  A total of 35 individuals attended these classes.  Five basic tobacco skills intervention classes have been offered as part of the Department of Defense Tobacco Research Project (implemented Dec 01).  A total of 72 individuals were trained.  The next class will be held from 1300 ‑ 1500 on 15 Nov 02.



(2)
Fitness Updates:  Cycle/fitness completion rate is 82.6 percent with 71.8 percent passing (as of Sep 02).  



(3)
Weight and Body Fat Management Program:  Initial statistics from the Nutrition Outcome Management Analysis Database (NOMAD) shows that at the 90-day point members experienced 2.5 percent loss in body weight and 1.5 percent body fat loss.  At the 180-day point members showed a 1.1 percent body weight loss and no body fat loss.



(4)
Nutritional Statistics:  The HAWC conducted seven fitness and nutrition classes, six diabetic classes, and ten cholesterol classes for Jul – Sep 02.  A total of 144 individuals attended these classes.  The “Shape Your Future…Your Weight” campaign is an innovative weight gain prevention awareness inititative designed to expand awareness of weight gain in the Air Force.  The HAWC staff will receive training on the program beginning 28 Oct 02.

The Security Forces briefing provided information on simple/aggravated assaults, domestic disturbance/domestic violence, marijuana/other drug offenses, and child neglect/endangerment and child abuse that occurred on Tinker from the 3rd Qtr of FY01 through the end of the 3rd Qtr of FY02.

Assaults:  FY01, 3rd Qtr – Eight simple assaults and three aggravated assaults; FY01, 4th Qtr – Seven simple assaults and two aggravated assaults;

FY02, 1st Qtr - Four simple assaults and four aggravated assaults; FY02; 2nd Qtr – Nine simple assaults and two aggravated assaults; FY02, 3rd Qtr – Four simple assaults and seven aggravated assaults.

Domestic Disturbance and Violence:  FY01, 3rd Qtr – Three domestic disturbances and no domestic violence; FY01, 4th Qtr – One domestic disturbance and one domestic violence; FY02, 1st Qtr - One domestic disturbance and two domestic violence; FY02, 2nd Qtr – No domestic disturbances and one domestic violence; FY02, 3rd Qtr – No domestic disturbances and two domestic violence.

Drug Offenses:  FY01, 3rd Qtr – Seven marijuana offenses and two other drugs offenses; FY01, 4th Qtr – Seven marijuana offenses and six other drugs offenses; FY02, 1st Qtr - Five marijuana offenses and four other drugs offenses; FY02, 2nd Qtr – Four marijuana offenses and four other drugs offenses; FY02; 3rd Qtr – Four marijuana offenses and four other drugs offenses.

Child Welfare:  FY01, 3rd Qtr – Three child neglect/endangerment, no
